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1.  When you receive a Census Question-
naire at your winter address, do not fill it 
out, or answer zero if you live there for 
less than six months out of the year. 
2.  If you return to Michigan before April 
15, fill out the Census Questionnaire that 
will be delivered to your Michigan address. 
3.  After April 15, or if you do not find a 
questionnaire when you return, wait until 
the Census sends a census taker to your 
door to get a form completed. 
  Michigan needs all snowbirds who live 
here most of the time to be counted here, to 
help our state, our cities, and our neighbors 
receive a fair share of federal resources.

It is 
suggested that you check with your family doctor first to see they 
have the vaccine, or you can also receive the shot at the Urgent Care 
Clinic.

Making Phone Calls 
  This is just a reminder that federal organizations such as Medi-
care and the Social Security Administration are not calling indi-
viduals for any reason.  The Commission on Aging is aware of 
many retirees who receive a call from someone posing to be from 
these agencies.  The phone calls are scams and the caller is trying 
to trick the retiree into giving bank account information. 
  If you receive a call, inform the person that you are not inter-
ested, tell them that you know it is a scam and that you are calling 
the police.  Hopefully this will stop them from calling you again.

Snowbirds!  
Michigan Needs 

you to be Counted 
as a Michigander in 

the 2010 Census 
  Aging advocates are concerned that many 
of Michigan’s estimated 130,000 snow-
birds may get missed in the upcoming 2010 
census—costing the state millions in fed-
eral dollars that are allocated based on cen-
sus numbers. The problem lies in the tim-
ing of the census.  
  In March, the 2010 Census forms will be 
mailed to every residence.  Residents will 
be instructed to complete the form and re-
turn it by April 1st.  However, many Michi-
gan snowbirds may complete and return 
their census form at their southern resi-
dence, and not be counted as a Michigan 
resident!   
  If retirees reside in Michigan for more 
than six months out of the year they 
should be counted as a Michigan resi-
dent, so that Michigan receives the federal 
benefits for them.  Each person who is 
counted in Michigan brings more than 
$1,000 to Michigan each year in federal 
funding.  The 2010 census count deter-
mines funding to state and local govern-
ments, money for roads, schools, busi-
nesses, and services for the elderly. 
  To be sure snowbirds who live in Michi-
gan six months or more are properly 
counted, this is what you need to do:

Homestead Property 
Tax and Home  
Heating Credit  

Information 
 The Commission on Aging will again help 
complete the two rebate forms for eligible 
older adults. 
  It is absolutely necessary to make an 
appointment in order to have the forms 
completed. 
  To qualify for the Homestead Property 
Tax a homeowner’s taxes must be higher 
than 3.5% of the homeowner’s income.  If 
you rent, generally 20% of your rent is 
considered your share of property tax. 
  To qualify for the Home Heating Credit, a 
person’s income must fall under a certain 
income.  As of this writing, we do not have 
the income guidelines, but should by early 
January. 

  Necessary Information  
– All Income for 2009 such as social secu-
rity, pensions, interest from savings and 
other interest bearing accounts, farm in-
come, etc. 
–Medical Supplemental Health Insur-
ance Premium and Medicare Part D  
Premiums. 
Other insurances such as life, basic auto 
and cancer insurance cannot be counted. 
NOTE: Some automobile insurance state-
ments will list a health insurance amount.  
If your statement reflects this, the dollar 
amount can be used as a deduction to the 
supplemental health insurance cost.

–Home owners must show their property 
tax statements for 2009.  There is very im-
portant information on the statement that we 
must see in order to complete the form. 
–Renters must report all rent paid by you 
to the landlord, or lot rent if living in a 
mobile home park.

Medicare A & B  
Information for 2010 

  The following will give one information 
about Medicare A and B for 2010.  
  In 2010, the Medicare B premium will re-
main at $96. 40 for those who are currently 
on Medicare and have the premium auto-
matically withheld from their Social Secu-
rity Check.  For those who are new to Medi-
care in 2010 or do not have their Medicare 
B premium automatically withheld from 
their Social Security check the Medicare B 
monthly premium will be $110.50 per 
month.  Also for Medicare beneficiaries 
whose income is above $85,000 (individual 
  Continued 

or married filing separate) or $170,000 
(married filing jointly), your Medicare B 
premium will be higher.  
  Most Medicare beneficiaries do not have 
to pay a premium for Medicare Part A be-
cause they or their spouse paid Medicare 
taxes while working. If you had to pur-
chase Part A they would pay up to $461 
per month for the premium.  
  For 2010 the Medicare B deductible will 
be $155 and after the deductible Medicare 
generally pays 80%.    
  With Medicare A, the hospitalization cov-
erage, Medicare pays all but $1100 for the 
first 60 days.  For the 61-90th day, Medi-
care pays all but $275 a day.  For the 91st – 
150th day Medicare pays all but $550 a day.  
Anything beyond 150 days, Medicare pays 
nothing.  
  For skilled nursing facility, Medicare cov-
ers the first 20 days at 100% of the ap-
proved amount and then for days 21-100 
Medicare pays all but $137.50 a day.  This 
is covered following a 3 night hospital stay 
as long as you meet Medicare conditions.

Federal and State  
Income Tax Forms To 

Be Completed 
Only Simple Situation  

  This year, trained volunteers through the 
AARP Tax-Aide program will be able to 
complete simple Federal and Michigan In-
come Tax forms.  This service is provided 
to low and middle income taxpayers, with 
special attention to those 60 and older. 
  People who are self employed, have rental 
property, large numbers of stock transac-
tions or have sold property (other than their 
main home) should consult a paid profes-
sional tax preparer. 
  On February 10th and March 24th trained  
volunteers will be at the Commission on 
Aging office in Ithaca to complete forms 
and on February 24th and March 10th vol-
unteers will be at the Gratiot Community 
Senior Center, 1329 Michigan Ave, St. 
Louis. 
  It is absolutely necessary to make an 
appointment well in advance by calling 
Craig Zeese at the Commission On Ag-
ing—989-875-5288. 
  Various questions will be asked when 
making your appointment and you will be 
notified of what documentation to bring 
with you.  While completing your income 
tax, the volunteer will also see if you qual-
ify for the two state rebate programs at the 
same time. 
 

What are Medicare 
Advantage Plans? 

  A Medicare Advantage plan is another 
health coverage choice you may have as 
part of Medicare.  These are offered by pri-
vate insurance companies, and are some-
times called “Part C”.  If one joins a Medi-
care Advantage Plan, the plan will provide 
all of your Part A and Part B coverage.  If 
one enrolls in a Medicare Advantage plan 
they still pay their Medicare Part B pre-
mium, plus may have an additional pre-
mium for their Medicare Advantage plan.  
There are different types of Medicare Ad-
vantage Plans, they include: Health Main-
tenance Organization (HMO), Preferred 
Provider Organization (PPO), Private Fee 
for Service (PFFS), Medical Savings Ac-
count (MSA), and Special Needs Plan 
(SNP).   
 One may join, switch, or drop a Medicare 
Advantage Plan during these times: 
1. When one first becomes eligible for 

Medicare, 
2. If one gets disability, one can join dur-

ing the 3 months before to 3 months 
after your 25th month of disability, 

3. Between November 15 – December 31 
each year. Your coverage will begin 
January 1st of the following year, 

4. Between January 1st – March 31st, with 
coverage beginning the first day of the 
month after the plan gets your enroll-
ment form. During this period, you can-
not do the following:  

· Join or switch to a plan with prescrip-
tion drug coverage unless you already 
have a drug plan, 

· Drop a plan with prescription drug cov-
erage, and 

· Join, switch, or drop a Medicare Medi-
cal Savings Account Plan. 

  If one is thinking about enrolling into a 
Medicare Advantage plan, it is suggested 
to contact your doctor(s) and hospital to 
make sure that they accept the plan.  If you 
go to a doctor, facility, or supplier who 
does not accept/belong to the plan, your 
services may not be covered or your cost 
could be higher, this depends on your type 
of Medicare Advantage Plan.
